


» \What Is It?

The Parent Connection - Go Social is a series of
trainings designed to maximize the use of social
media tools in communication with parents and
community and getting them involved in the
learning experiences of their children.

» \What's involved?

Face to face training and a series of webinars to
further your knowledge on communication with
parents and the community through social media.
Attendees receive a Powerpoint presentation, a
Facilitator's Guide, handouts and online examples.

» 5 Modules

Module 1 - Building Administrator Awareness
Designed for building level administrators and lays the
foundation for support of the subsequent trainings.

Module 2 - Level I: Beginner

Trains the partipants in using social media tools to share
information with parents (class activities, current units of

study, test dates, homework assignments, etc.) and community
(school calendars, honors/awards, etc.). This level is primarily
one-way communication: school to parents/community.
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Module 3 - Level II: Intermediate
Trains particpants in using social media tools in two-way
communication with parents (receiving/answering parent
guestions, soliciting volunteers, communicating individual
student progress, onling parent-teacher conferencing, etc.)
and community (soliciting volunteers, promoting bond
elections, etc.).

Module 4 - Level Ill: Advanced
Trains participants in using social media tools to engage
parents and the community in working directly with their
children in learning activities. This training is project based
with the participants completing an action plan for
engaging parents and community members in the student’s
learning experiences.

Module 5 - Parent Training
Designed to train parents in the use of the social media
tools that the school would be using. The parent training is
available for the school to o er as a face-to-face training
and/or as a series of webinars from a link
on the Texas Center for District & School Support website.
Spanish webinars will be available in the Fall of 2014.
